regularly attended through whatsapp and zoom is very humbling and exciting. The
phenomenal breakthrough in people coming to Christ in hundreds in Mozamabique all brings
joy in heaven and staggers us.

We are also introducing a new website which will be much more orientated to being a
resource centre for people who want to know Jesus better and for leaders and Bible teachers.

Family We also remember a considerable number of the Living Hope family who have left
for their heavenly home, each one valued and missed.

We are very grateful for your prayers and support for Elaine as she has been walking through
quite a deep valley of ill health. The boys have been incredibly supportive and are all doing
well in their various jobs and our ten grandchildren bring us lots of joy.

God clearly guided that I should concentrate on sending
people and although very busy at home base I have been available at home for Elaine and the
family.

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By God’s grace I will continue to produce a monthly Bible study, First Friday prayers. Bible
school lectures weekly, talks on the 14 radio stations, TV programmes and seminar talks.
Maintaining and improving the LHM you tube channel. I plan to continue to support Pastors
as a mentor or friend who ask for that help.

Thank you so much for all the financial support. This will still be needed as although I am not
travelling abroad I want to help as appropriate those who travel in my place, especially those
based in poorer countries. Also the various radio stations require a modest payment to help
with their costs. Purchasing Bibles and getting the tracts printed to reach many Buddhist
countries and Arabic speaking countries has been a great investment in Gods kingdom. We
plan a gift day February 23rd so please pray about that.
